Reader (2011), Just Above the Water: Florida Folk Arts (2004), and South Florida Folklife
(1994). She has curated numerous exhibits, produced many events focusing on traditional
culture, authored dozens of essays focusing on traditional culture in Florida, and
conducted fieldwork in the US, Greece, Cuba, Bahamas, Australia, and Mexico.

She holds a Ph.D. in Folklore from Indiana University and M.A. in Folklore & Mythology
from UCLA.
